Hurst and Glen Named Rawlings Northern League
Player and Pitcher of the Month for August

The Northern League announced that Schaumburg Flyers designated hitter Jimmy Hurst was named
the Rawlings Northern League Player of the Month for August, and Gary SouthShore RailCats pitcher
Willie Glen received the Rawlings Pitcher of the Month honors for the month of August.

Hurst, who was recently named Player of the Week for the week ending August 19",
capped the month of August off batting .427 with seven home runs and 23 RBI in 26
games. A 16-year veteran of professional baseball, Hurst had a 19-game hitting streak
(August 1%' — 21%) earlier in the month, the third longest of the 2007 Northern League
season.

The 6-6, 220-pounder former major leaguer, was acquired by the Flyers from the \ /
Camden Riversharks (Atlantic League) on June 30™. Since joining the Flyers, Hurst has

batted .374 with 31 RBI in 41 games. Prior to being traded to Camden, Hurst played for the Winnipeg
Goldeyes where he batted .236 in 32 games.

The right-handed hitting native of Tuscaloosa, AL, was originally drafted by the Chicago White Sox in the
12" round of the 1991 draft. After six seasons in the White Sox organization, he was acquired by the
Detroit Tigers. He also played in the Red Sox and Blue Jays organizations as well as in Mexico, Japan
and three different independent leagues. He hit his 250" career home run on Sunday, August 19™.

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| Glen, who went 4-0 with a 1.60 ERA in the month of August, established himself as

Since his only loss of the season on July 18" versus Schaumburg, Glen has not
allowed more than two runs over his next nine starts. His ERA has dropped from
4.30 to 3.03 in that span. On the year, Glen leads the league in strikeouts (162), is
tied for second in wins (12), and ranks third in ERA (3.03).

The 6-1, 185-pound right-hander, signed with Gary following his release from the White Sox in May of
2005. In his three seasons with the RailCats, he has posted a 32-9 career mark. He is also the
RailCats all-time leader in career victories (32) and strikeouts (384). In addition, he has also gone 4-0 in
five post-season starts for Gary SouthShore.

The native of Indianapolis, IN (now residing in Plainfield, IN) was signed by the Toronto Blue Jays as a
non-drafted free agent in 2001 after a stand-out career at the University of Evansville. In his career, he
has played parts of five seasons with four different organizations (Blue Jays, Phillies, Devil Rays, and
White Sox) playing as high as Class AAA for the Devil Rays in 2004.
